What is trafficking in human beings?

It is a crime, which occurs in particular forms, such as forced prostitution (of women and children), involuntary
organs removal, illegal adoption of children, domestic slavery, forced labour in various sectors (e.g. in agriculture,
factories, hotels and restaurants), forced marriages, forced begging on the street, forced street crime or forced

involvement in crime (e.g. drug mafias).

You should be careful:

If someone offers you a job and doesn’t give you
information such as the address, the name of the
employer (or you have very little information);

If someone puts pressure on you to decide as soon
as possible, whether or not you take the job;

If someone offers you a job based on a verbal
agreement or contract that, you do not
understand;

If someone offers you free travel

and accommodation (e.g. in connection with

the job offered);

If someone asks you to give them your documents
under the pretext that they will arrange everything
for you (in connection with the job offer).

Traffickers/perpetratorsoften:

e Force victims to work against their will
(slave treatment);

e Abuse victims physically or mentally;

e Restrainvictims from personal liberty
and freedom of movement;

e Do not pay victims the promised money;

e Do not allow victims to communicate with friends/
family (take their phone, computer, tablet, etc.);

e Control victims and have them under supervision;

e Donotallow the victims to leave the work
environment freely;

e Areinpossession of victims’identity documents.

How to recognise the signs of possible human trafficking?

Answer these questions:
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Has another person paid for or organized
your workjourney?

Have you been promised a certain kind of work,
and then forced to perform a completely
different one?

Did you have to hand in your documents?

Are you being paid the agreed salary

for the work performed?

Are you maltreated or are you subjected

to mental pressure?

s anyone preventing you from moving freely?

What to do if you become a victim:
e Runaway to a public place with many people,
especially to an official place such as police,
hospital, library, bank, post office, church,
municipal office;
e Askaninstitution, not a private person
for assistance;
e Trytocallyour country’s embassy
or the organizations to help victims
of human trafficking.
